Benjamin Franklin Institute of Technology (Boston, MA)

Benjamin Franklin Institute of Technology (BFIT) is a small private college.
Associates degrees are offered in various areas of science and engineering, and a
Bachelor of Science program is offered in Automotive Technology. BFIT also has a
health care program in opticianry and certificates of proficiency are offered in
various fields of technology.

Wentworth Institute of Technology (Boston, MA)

Wentworth Institute of Technology is a medium sized private college with 15
bachelor’s degree programs in areas such as architecture, computer science, design,
engineering, engineering technology, environmental science, and management of
technology. Wentworth also offers one of the largest cooperative education
programs of its kind in the nation, allowing students to gain professional work
experience in their field.

Boston University (Boston, MA)

Boston University (BU) is a large, private, 4 year college. 17 schools and colleges
within BU offer more than 250 programs of study, including liberal arts, education,
technical, professional and occupational programs leading to bachelor’s, master’s,
and doctoral degrees, as well as certificates of advanced graduate study.

Emerson College (Boston, MA)

Located in downtown Boston, Emerson College is a medium sized private college
specializing in the fields of communication, marketing, communication sciences and
disorders, journalism, the performing arts, the visual and media arts, and writing
literature and publishing. Emerson offers both undergraduate and graduate degrees.

Tufts University (Medford, MA)

Tufts University, located outside of Boston, is a large, 4-year private institution.
Tufts offers liberal arts, sciences, engineering, engineering management, teacher
education and professional programs leading to bachelor’s, master’s and doctoral
degrees.

Regis College (Weston, MA) 48 minutes
After 8 decades as a women-only college, Regis College has recently become co-
educational and started to accept men this past fall. A small, private, Catholic four-
year college, students at Regis can choose from twenty-three majors, twenty-seven
minors, an Honors Program, and a teacher's licensure program. Graduate students
can pursue one of nine master's programs, four post-master's nursing certificates, or a
doctoral degree in nursing practice.




Simmons College (Boston, MA) - WOMEN ONLY

Simmons College is a medium sized, private, women-only college offering liberal
arts education. Simmons also offers coeducational graduate programs in health
studies, education, liberal arts, communications management, social work, and
library and information science. Their MBA program is designed specifically for
women.

Bentley College (Waltham, MA)

Located outside of Boston, Bentley College is a medium sized, 4-year private
institution focusing on business education. Students at Bentley can receive degrees
in areas such as accountancy, finance, information and process management,
marketing and mathematical sciences. Bentley offers undergraduate and graduate
degrees, in addition to PhDs.

University of Massachusetts Boston (Boston, MA)

Recognized as the only public university in Boston, UMass Boston is a large 4-year
university. UMass Boston offers undergraduate and graduate programs in
approximately 90 fields of study, as well as advanced certificate programs.

Anna Maria College (Paxton, MA) and Becker College (Worcester, MA)

Anna Maria College, located outside of Worcester, MA, is a small, private Roman
Catholic institution offering associates and bachelors degrees. Masters degrees are
offered through a continuing education program. Degrees are offered in areas such
as art, business administration, legal studies, nursing and teacher preparation.
Becker College is a medium sized, private college, offering 23 concentrations from
among 9 bachelor degree and 7 associate degree level programs, as well as a variety
of adult learning options.

Nichols College (Dudley, MA)

Located outside of Worcester, MA, Nichols is a small, private college offering
associates, bachelor’s and master’s degrees. Program offerings include business
administration, liberal arts and educator preparation.

Tufts Cummings School of Veterinary Medicine (North Grafton, MA)

The only veterinary school in the New England region, Tufts Cummings School of
Veterinary Medicine is located outside of Worcester, MA. Students who have
already received their undergraduate degree can attend the veterinary school to
receive a Doctorate of Veterinary Medicine, Master’s of Science in Animals and
Public Policy, or a PhD in Comparative Biomedical Sciences.

Massachusetts College of Pharmacy and Health Sciences (Worcester, MA)
Massachusetts College of Pharmacy and Health Sciences (MCPHS) has campuses in
Boston, Worcester, and Manchester, NH. A medium sized, 4 year private institution,
MCPHS offers undergraduate, graduate, and professional degrees in the health
sciences.

College of the Holy Cross & UMass Medical School (both in Worcester, MA)
Holy Cross is a 4-year, private college offering students a liberal arts education in the
Jesuit tradition. With over 20 different academic majors, the programs at Holy Cross
include Economics and Accounting, Political Science, Religious Studies, and
Theater.

UMass Medical School, Massachusetts’ first and only public medical school, is
intended for post-undergraduate study. The school is mainly comprised of the
School of Medicine, Graduate School of Biomedical Sciences, and Graduate School
of Nursing. *Must be a Massachusetts resident to attend.

18 academic departments offer more than 50 undergraduate and graduate degree
programs in science, engineering, technology, management, the social sciences, and
the humanities and arts, leading to the BS, MS, ME, MBA and PhD.

Worcester State College & Assumption College (both in Worcester, MA)
Assumption College is a medium sized, private, Catholic institution offering both
bachelor’s and master’s degrees. Assumption is a liberal arts college with pre-
professional programs.

Worcester State College is a medium sized, public, 4-year institution offering
bachelor’s and master’s degrees in education and in the arts and sciences. With over
20 academic departments, Worcester State College offers many different programs of
study.
